What is it?
Each Fundraiser is a lunch served after the AM service on Sunday. Every Fundraiser has a prep time that is scheduled for 8am on the Sunday morning of the fundraiser. 
	
Take Advantage
Even if you are not sure you will be attending either CrossRoads or SonPower, please take advantage of these fundraisers. We keep track of the funds and at the end April, we will have a total of what you have earned in your account. If you make the decision to go to camp, this money will be applied to your balance. 

What do they do?
At fundraisers, students serve food and attend to assigned tables. They fill up drinks, deliver food, set up the gym, and clean it. Typically, the entire fundraiser is completed by 2pm. Students earn money based on the number of hours they work. 

What do they wear?
Students working are to come dressed in black pants and a white collared shirt.

When do they have to be there?
8am on the date of the scheduled fundraiser. They will be setting up for the lunch. After setup, they will be fed breakfast and attend Sunday School @ 9:30, then church, and head to the Family Life Center after to serve.
